Innehall

Kritiska vithetsperspektiv har anvants inom svensk forskning under ungefar 20 ar, inom
amnen som historia, idéhistoria, konstvetenskap, filmvetenskap, sociologi, arkeologi, juridik,



genusvetenskap och utbildningsvetenskap liksom inom konstnérlig forskning. Kursen
introducerar och diskuterar hur kritiska vithetsperspektiv kan anvéndas i forskning inom olika
discipliner med sérskilt fokus pa teoretiska och metodologiska fragor.

Uppmarksamhet riktas pé skillnader och likheter mellan olika discipliner och mellan
undersokningsmaterial fran olika tider och olika platser. Kursen vander sig framst till
forskarstuderande inom humaniora och samhéllsvetenskap men kan aven vara till nytta fér
kvalitativa studier inom andra fakulteter.

Content

Critical whiteness perspectives have been used in Swedish research for approximately 20
years, within the fields of gender studies and educational sciences as well as within artistic



research, gender studies and educational science, as well as within artistic research. The
course introduces and discusses how critical whiteness perspectives can be used in
research within various disciplines, with a particular focus on theoretical and methodological
issues.

Attention is directed towards the differences and similarities between different disciplines
and between research materials from different times and places. The course is primarily
aimed at doctoral students in the humanities and social sciences but can also be useful for
qualitative studies in other faculties.

The course covers both classic texts in critical whiteness studies and current ongoing
research.

4. Mandatory exams

Participation in the course is mandatory (80%).

5. Forms of examination

The course is examined through active participation in the teaching, a written assignment,
and an oral presentation.

6. Form of instruction

Students' active participation in seminars is crucial for the course's design, and the research
interests and subject affiliations of the student group will influence its actual direction.

The teaching is conducted in Swedish, other Scandinavian languages, and English.
