Ordféranden inbjod samtliga ledaméter att framfdra sina synpunkter i arendet och en
overgripande och konstruktiv diskussion fordes om fragan av institutionsstyrelsen.
Diskussionen utmynnade i tva stallningstaganden.

Styrelsen beslutar att inte avbryta samarbetet med The Hebrew University of Jerusalem.
Styrelsen ger ordféranden Monika Ganssbauer i uppdrag att skriva ett svar pa studenternas
brev och da beakta de asikter som framforts under motet.

Nedanstdaende svar kommer att skickas till studenter och Studentradet vid institutionen:

” Dear Leonora,

yesterday we had an extraordinary Board meeting where we discussed your open letter.
We all agree that the war between Hamas and Israel has caused immense human suffering.
It is a humanitarian tragedy and we are united in the wish for an immediate ceasefire and a

sustainable, fast solution for peace.

Your letter has led to a comprehensive discussion in our Departmental Board which we
appreciate.

We will, also in our contact with SU's leadership, affirm the expertise that the researchers in
Middle Eastern Studies at our Department can offer. Our researchers are available as experts



for further discussions related to developments in the region. One example of this is Prof.
Elie Wardini serving as a member of the Faculty Board.

We plan to organise a series of open lectures at our Department in the autumn term about
the history of the region and other related topics.

A majority of the Board members was not in favour of ending the student exchange
agreement with the Hebrew University of Jerusalem, a decision which is in accordance with
the general policy of Stockholm University as expressed by its president. The Department
will thus not take a public stance in relation to universities in Israel.

All researchers and students at the Department are of course free to express their opinion as
individuals.

There do, however, exist quite diverse opinions among our researchers and we feel strongly
that one of the roles of a Head of Department is to secure an open space for the expression
of diverse opinions and for academic freedom.

We sincerely wish for peace and an end to the suffering of all who are affected by the
horrors of war.
